I. Be unable to afford the fees to attend Senior Secondary school; 
II. Have completed Junior Secondary school and passed the assessment to enter Senior secondary school;
III. Be in the top 15% of their grade as determined by their grade rank or assessment scores; 
IV. Exhibit personal qualities of leadership, compassion, and determination; 
B) Being selected for a scholarship by U-Tena is only the first step in the relationship between U-Tena and student scholars. By being selected as a scholar, students are committing to try their hardest in school, keep in touch with U-Tena and the World Education Fund community, take advantage of educational opportunities, and be leaders in their classes and communities. We ask all of our scholars to commit to a few key requirements for maintaining their scholarship. 
I. Student must write in their online journals at least three times a year. 
II. Students must maintain ranking in the top 15% of their grades. 
III. Students must send us the transcript/report form at end of each school term.
